to the original contractor for a period of 10 years from the date of
commissioning of the schemes. The proposal has been mooted
categorizing the works into three groups, (i) Intake well, Raw
Water Pump House, Raw Water Pump sets and all electrical and
mechanical installations, Raw Water Pumping Main & WTP
including Clear Water Pump sets, (ii) Clear Water Pumping Main,
Transmission Mains, Booster Pump Houses, Chlorine Boosters,
Sumps and Reservoirs etc, (iii) Distribution System including
Chlorine Booster Stations. Provision for incentives and penalty
are included in the proposal. The NIT will have to be modified
accordingly.

The Authority resolved to accept the proposal in Principle.
The Authority also directed to place the proposal before the
Senior Engineers of the Authority and to retable before the
next Authority meeting after incorporating any suggestions.
The KIIFB Authorities shall also be approached for obtaining
their consent in extending the proposal to KIIFB works also.
The compulsory prequalification criteria for supplying pipes

above one crore per procurement or so may be prescribed.
