| am directed to state that for the implementation of Jal Jeevan Mission (JJM) in the financial
year 2021-22, Rs. 1,804.59 Crore has been allocated to the State of Kerala as Central grants-in-aid as per
following details:

(Amount in Rs. Crore)
Total allocation Rs. 1,804.59 Crore

a.) For coverage Rs. 1,678.27 Crore
b.) Support fund (5%) Rs. 90.23 Crore
c¢.) WQMA&S activities (2%) Rs. 36.09 Crore

2 The funding pattern for Coverage fund is 50:50 and for Support activities as well as WQM&S
activities, the funding pattern is 60:40. The physical and financial progress of every sub-component will
be monitored separately and the State needs to ensure that expenditure is incurred accordingly and is
also reported in the JJM-IMIS regularly. A proper expenditure plan to be prepared ensuring expenditure
is evenly spread throughout the year.

3. Needless to mention here that the State Government has to plan the implementation as per the
priorities given in the Operational Guidelines for the implementation of JJM, so that safe drinking water
through tap water connections is available in rural households in water scarce drought-prone areas,
quality-affected habitations, Aspirational and SC/ ST majority habitations, SAGY villages, etc. on priority.
Also, piped water supply in schools, AWCs, community centres, wellness centres, PHCs/ CHCs, GP
buildings, etc. in villages to be made available without any further delay.

4, Keeping this in view, you are requested to take necessary action to ensure matching State share
so that there is no shortage of funds to the implementing agencies. It is also to be ensured that the
Central fund released to implementing agencies along with matching State share and is transferred to
the Single Nodal Account/ Escrow account within 15-days of release of Central fund.
