2 The funding pattern for Coverage fund is 50:50 and for Support activities as well as WQMES
activities, the funding pattern is 60:40. The physical and financial progress of every sub-component will
be monitored separately and the State needs to ensure that expenditure is incurred accordingly and is
also reported in the UM-IMIS regularly. A proper expenditure plan to be prepared ensuring expenditure
is evenly spread throughout the year,
